Onsen Shiramizu no Yu, Miboro Dam, the former Toyama
House, and Ooshirakawa Housing Complex. Private
dining rooms are available. Enjoy the starry night sky.
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We are a mountain hut style guesthouse located in the
Shirakawa-go World Heritage Site. We also provide
information on outdoor activities to enjoy the rich nature
of Shirakawa-go. Please feel free to visit us.
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About 15 minutes walk from the World Heritage Site
Shirakawa-go Gassho Village. A guesthouse renovated
from a vacant house. It is a small inn with a total of 4
dormitory rooms and private rooms. You can interact
with guests from all over the world, and dormitory rooms
are available at inexpensive prices.
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About a 15-minute walk from the World Heritage Site
Shirakawa-go Gassho Village, this all-room twin-type
business hotel opened in September 2022. Each room is
equipped with a shower, toilet, and washroom, providing
a private space.
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The Wada House is one of the largest Gassho-
style houses in the World Heritage Site, and is the
only one designated as a National Important
Cultural Property.

The first and second floors of the house are open
to the public. (The living space is not open to the
public.)

Please enjoy the view from the second floor.
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Wood is burned in irori (fireplaces) throughout
the year to maintain the house.

You can also see the remains of the fire watch
window that was used to watch for fires and the
nearby underground place where use to make one
of the most important ingredients for the
gunpowder.The top floors can be reached, where
you can see the structure of the attic.

It took 10 years of hard work to complete this
fabulous Gassho-style house, so be sure to visit it.
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The first three heads of the family were Chinese
herbalists.

The third generation of the master of the family
use to be the physician of the lord of the Kaga
clan.

The first floor exhibits items inherited from the
Maeda family.

This "Nagase" house is five-storys Gassho-style
house, and the exhibits can also be found on the
second and third floors, allowing you to imagine

the lifestyle back then. B
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The Open-air Museum
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The open-air museum preserves and exhibits
Gassho-style houses from villages that are no
longer inhabited. It is open to the public.

Inside this 5.8-hectare open-air museum, you will
find the oldest Gassho-style house in Shirakawa-
go village, such as the former Yamashita House.
The museum has a total of 25 buildings, including
9 buildings designated as important cultural
properties by the Gifu Prefectural Government.
The museum is a recreation of the mountain village
landscape of Shirakawa-go in the past.
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The house was built around 1850 by the Toyama
family, the largest house in the former MIBORO
village. The head of the family was hereditary and
had the position of village leader.

In 1935, the German architect Bruno Taut visited
the house and introduced its value worldwide. The
house has been preserved as a folk museum and,
with a reservation, visitors can experience local
food culture.
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Hirase-onsen Camp Site
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A wide variety of camping styles are available for
solo campers and families to enjoy in the
picturesque Shirakawa-go, with its changing
scenery in each season of spring, summer, autumn
and winter. Our campsite is designed to ensure
that our guests enjoy their camping by organizing
the conditions and limiting the number of people
per day.
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Hakusan Camping Forest Ohjirakawa
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Surrounded by virgin forest, the campsite is
located at 1300 metres above sea level and it is
ideal for summer relaxation.

An emerald-green lake, a 72-metre-high waterfall
and an open-air bath with natural hot springs are
all close by.

Note: Access from early June to late October.
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Gassho architecture Museum, Shirakawago Road Station
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This road station is located near a UNESCO World
Heritage Site. The Gassho Museum, located in the
roadside station, displays relocated Gassho style
house. Its restaurant serves ramen noodles and
set menus featuring premium pork grown in
Shirakawa Village.
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Hida Hakusan Road Station
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Located at the foot of Mt Hakusan, one of the
three most famous mountains in Japan, it is a base
for trekking from the Gifu Prefecture side. There
are public hot spring complex 'Shiramizu-no-yu'
and footbaths to relieve the fatigue of climbing
and driving.
